
Nominated Dressage Entries for the Alltech FEI European 
Jumping & Dressage Championships 2009 

 
Organisers are pleased to announce nominated Dressage entries for the Alltech FEI 

European Jumping & Dressage Championships 2009 (25-30 August) at Windsor Castle. 20 

nations are competing in total, with 13 having teams entered. 

 

Contenders for the crown? 
After gaining an historic victory over Germany in 2007 can The Netherlands retain team gold? 

With the addition to the squad of Moorlands Totilas and Edward Gal who broke the World 

freestyle record at Hickstead recently, and undoubtedly go as favourites for the individual title, 

the prospects for a consecutive Dutch team gold look good. Three times individual Olympic 

and European Champion Anky Van Grunsven (Salinero or Painted Black), Olympia World 

Cup winner Adelinde Cornelissen (Parzival) and former European team member Imke 

Schellens Bartels (Sunrise) are all among the riders named for The Netherlands who will be 

determined to keep the title they won in 2007 breaking a 42-year dominance of Germany at 

European Championships.  

 

Germany has yet to name its final team, who will be without Isabell Werth for the first time in 

16-years. The Germans however have strength in depth and an enviable choice of riders from 

which to make the final selection including: Heike Kemmer (Bonaparte), Hubertus Schmidt 

(Donelly 3) Nadine Capellmann (Elvis VA) and Monica Theodorescu (Whisper 128).   

 

With a team of experienced riders and horses as well as the additional benefit of home 

ground and support, predictions of a team medal have never looked better for Britain who 

won team bronze at Hickstead in 2001 and Lipica in 1993. Laura Bechtolsheimer (Mistral 

Hojris or Andretti H), Emma Hindle (Lancet), who have both scored highly in international 

competition this year, Carl Hester (Leibling) and Maria Eilberg (Two Sox) have been selected 

for the team with Fiona Bigwood (Wie Atlantico) as reserve.  

 

Further opposition will come from The Danes who will be fielding a strong team. So who will 

be Champions of these landmark Championships, which sees the Dressage and Jumping 

Championships being held together at the same time and location? 

 

With around 50,000 spectators set to descend upon Windsor, UK Sport has provided 

substantial financial support and the event has the full support of the British Equestrian 

Federation (BEF) and its member bodies (BSJA and BD).
